Snacks and Lunch

A small snack will be provided for students each day. If students require a more
substantial snack after school, they must bring it from home. Students need to bring a
lunch on minimum days. There is no hot lunch available on minimum days.

Late Pick Up: __ initials
Students must be picked up NO LATER THAN 6:00 PM. Severe late charges will be
assessed if students are picked up late. Late charges begin at 6:01, however, if the student
is picked up by 6:05, no fees will be charges. If you arrive past 6:05, a late charge of
$3.00 per minute will be charged starting at 6:01. For example, if you arrive at 6:10, the
late charge is $30.00 ($3 per minute x 10 minutes). Late charges are duéme the student
is picked uflvery family should have at least one back up person that can pick up a child
in case of a delay. As soon as you know of a delay, it is very important that you call to
notify the Extended Care staff. Notification does not relieve the family from late charges.
*Upon the fourth time a late fee is charged, the fee increases to $5 for each additional
minute. Late fees must be paid before your child can return and use the extended care

program.
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Hourly Rate Cards _ initials
Extended Care is a pre-paid service. There is no billing. Families must either purchase
the hourly rate cards or register for unlimited day care use. The more tickets purchased at,
the greater the discount, ONLY IF CARDS ARE PURCHASED AT THE SAME TIME.
Tickets must be presented at time student is signed in the morning and/or checked out in
the afternoon. Failure to provide a card will result in a drop-oft fee of $8.00 per hour

being charged.

Drop in rate is $8 per hour. Payable when your child is picked up.
Drop-in rate applies if no hours card is presented at pick-up time.
Extended care cards are comparable to cash. Treat them as such.
Extended care cards are non-transferable and non-refundable.
Extended care cards may be used for the following school year.

Separate extended care cards must be purchased for the SJS Summer program.

Full Time/Flat Fee __initials
Full time rates are available. This allows for unlimited hours for the entire year. The
unlimited rate is $340 per month per child. These fees are based on 160 full school days
and 15 minimum days and are pro-rated over 10 months. Unlimited monthly fees are
payable on the first school day of every month, September through June. (December and
June are full payment months)

Past Due Fees and Late Charges _ initials
Students may be denied access to Extended Care if there are delinquent fees or late
charges. Students left at Extended Care when a fee has not been paid will be sent to the
office and parents will be called to pick up student immediately.

Emergency Forms
The school emergency form will be used for the Extended Care Program. Please make
sure that anyone allowed to pick up your child from Extended Care is listed on that form.

Discipline

The Extended Care staff endeavors to discipline in a manor consistent with the mission
and philosophy of the school, using it as an opportunity to teach rather and help develop
a self-disciplined child. A open line of communication between school and home will
help to foster this goal. When further measures are needed, a “time-out”, removal from
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an activity or loss of privileges may be used as a consequence. Extreme behavior may
make it necessary for a parent to be called to come pick up a child and/or suspension
from the Extended Care program for a period of time. Cooperation and support from
parents in addressing a persistent problem is of extreme importance. As part of a
constructive resolution process, a parent conference may be requested. The final measure
if a problem cannot be resolved may be that a student be withdrawn from the Extended
Care program. __ initials
